 Students are expected to wear a relaxed uniform each day unless it is a paid or free dress 

down, or if students in Grades 7-12 have Physical Education that day.  Students are 

expected to have two pairs of shoes at school at all times.  Please note that boots, such as 

Ugg boots, are not to be worn indoors. Uniforms need to be clean and in good condition. 

 

All uniforms pieces are to be purchased through our uniform supplier, Elegant Design. 

The store is located at Bay 11, 1420, 40 Avenue N.E.  Undershirts must white. Black 

dress shoes are mandatory. Shoes with heels should not be higher than 5 cm. Skirts 

maybe worn no higher than where the tops of the fingers fall when standing straight with 

hands at side. Dress shirts must be tucked in.

  “Dress Down Day” is the last Friday of each month and is a non-uniform day. 

 

 Dress-down day apparel: students are expected to dress in an appropriate manner for 

school. Cut-offs, short shorts, really ripped jeans, tank tops, spaghetti straps, immodest 

clothing or T-shirts with inappropriate pictures/phrases are not acceptable. Students 

wearing inappropriate apparel will be asked to change. No caps, hats, or coats may be 

worn after entering the building. They must be kept in the students’ lockers or on coat 

hooks. Health regulations mandate the wearing or proper footwear in school at all times. 

 

 Grades 7 – 12 Physical Education (PE):  

 

1. Students will be expected to have a separate pair of non-marking running shoes 

for PE. 

 

2. In order to create a relatively cohesive look, the following are the only acceptable 

PE uniform pieces and colours: 

 

a. Track pants or yoga pants – colours navy or black (no leggings) 

b. Tee-shirt -  colours navy or black 

c. Hoodies – colours navy or black 

d. Track jackets – colours navy or black 

 



 Facial piercings are not permitted, with the exception of a small stud. 

 

 Hair is expected to be clean and well groomed. Hair colour must be a naturally
